Douglas in Waycross, Georgia. To this union they were blessed with two sons,
Alan and Jason and two grandchildren, Autumn and Isaiah. 

Along with her parents Margaree was preceded in death by her sister,
Celestine Johnson Williams.

I am so sorry to learn of her passing. She was the brave, wonderful
woman who taught me to type. Back then the typewriters weren't
electric, and it took some strength in the fingers to get those keys to
go all the way down. My pinkie was not much use. I was her
challenge in my class, and not just for the pinkie. I always looked at
the keys, even on the typewriters that weren't labeled. This very
smart woman figured out that I did so because of small hands,
trying to place my fingers on the right row. Then there were the
timed tests, which I never, ever passed. They also created a lot of
stress for me, frustration, and a really bad attitude. Once again, she
had a plan. She came up with a different way. She let me type stuff
for teachers (not tests), gave me a pile of work and then noted how
long it took, and how many errors I made. Surprise! I could type
accurately and with acceptable speed. In other words, this educator
kept the focus on me learning to type, and "modifying" her
instruction to allow me to succeed...even if it wasn't the way "typing
was supposed to be taught." Later in my career in education I made
sure I took the time to "be like Mrs. Douglas," analyze what is
standing in the way of successful learning, and finding a way around
it. Today that process is called differentiation. She was a master at it
before it ever had a label in educational language. She was special,
and I adored her. My condolences and prayers for her family and all
those who will grieve for her daily.
