Mary G. Anderson (Mae) was born in Barren County, Kentucky, on August 2,
1933, to Ernest Tisdale, Sr. and Nannie Mae Chase Tisdale. Mary was called
home to the Lord at 11:00 AM, on October 24, 2023, at Our Hospice South-
Central Indiana, at the age of 90 years 2 months and 22 days old. Mary
accepted Christ at an early age and continued on that path to the end. Mary
attended school through 8th grade in the back building of the Zion Hill Church
as a child. At that time, it was the only school for colored children in Park City. 

 

Mary became a member of a local chapter of the Order of Eastern Star in
Louisville, Kentucky in the spring of 1989. She was very proud of the
organization and her fraternal sisters and brothers of the Masonic Lodge. As
an Eastern Star member, Mary worked as a committee member to support
childhood development reading programs for preschoolers. 

 

In Louisville, Mary worked in private home care for years as well as on the
janitorial staff at St. Joseph’s Hospital and the Louisville Board of Education.
Upon retirement, Mary became a Certified Nursing Assistant to provide
support care for senior citizens. Mary’s greatest joy was her pride in her
granddaughters, Marja and Chasten. She thought the sun set and rose in her
granddaughters and always shared with whomever would listen whether they
wanted to or not about how fabulous they were! Her favorite color was purple,
and she loved anything that sparkled. This was a testament to her colorful and



sparkly spirit! 
 

Mary enjoyed crocheting and traveling and going out dancing with her friends.
Mary could be a bit of a rascal at times, but she always brought fun and
laughter to us in her own joking way, and she left us with a few stories to tell.
Mary was tough and had courage and if she was on your side, come hell or
high water, she would come through for you.
